Cinquain Poem 
  

• The structure is a five-line poem structured to describe a specific subject. It typically 
follows a pattern of 2, 4, 6, 8, and 2 syllables, or a specific word count, without 
rhyming. It often follows a strict format – Noun, Adjectives, Action Verbs, Feeling 
Phrase, Synonym – offering a concise way to paint a vivid picture. 

• The structure described in the book follows the format –Noun, Two Adjectives, Three 
verbs ending in -ing, Four-word phrase, Rename first word. 

 
• The examples in the book are as follows:

Fun, no-fuss farming
